children already interested in helping 
with the planting. Assisting with the 
Blenheim Way planting were two of 
the council’s most enthusiastic 
allotment gardeners, Tony Woods 
and Mac Montgomery from the 
parish council’s Thornwood 
allotments. North Weald Bassett 
Parish Council clerk Sue DeLuca 
said: “We were also delighted to hear 
from both the North Weald Beavers 
and Cubs groups which felt this 
offered a great opportunity for their 
groups to get involved and help their 
community.“ 
  The Beavers worked on the grass 
area by the corner of Dukes Close 
with the Cubs planting at the Village 
Green, North Weald.  They were 
joined by some very green fingered 
councillors, including councillors 
Collins, Hawkins, Godwin-Brown, 
McCormack, Grigg, Stallan, 
Mulliner and Bedford.  Parish 
council chairman Cyril Hawkins 
said: “Both events were a great 
success and hopefully we will all see 
the result of their work next spring.”

STOP PRESS - On December 9, Essex County Council advised North 
Weald Bassett Parish Council that amongst the 1,838 responses received to 
the August 2011 consultation was a response from the agent acting for the 
owners of Site G7, Weald Hall Commercial Centre.  
  The response advised the parish council of the formal withdrawal of 
SiteG7. In light of this no further consideration will be given to this site in 
the emerging Minerals Development Document.  
  The parish council would therefore like to thank all those residents and 
businesses who signed the petition and responded to the consultation.
